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NURSERY PROSPECTUS

Dear Parents and Guardians

Welcome to Appletree Day Nursery where we aim to provide a stimulating and educational environment which is warm and welcoming and where children can learn through play and interaction with other children and staff.

The Nursery was established in 1993 by the current owner, Charlene Hyde, in the Old School House which we still occupy.  The building has a range of rooms where children are placed according to their age and ability.  We all benefit from the enclosed gardens which provide safe and stimulating outdoor play areas. 
The Nursery is open for 51 weeks of the year from 7.45am – 6.00pm, closing over the Christmas period for 1 week and Bank Holidays.

Appletree employs a team of qualified, professional and experienced staff.  We maintain a structured but informal day care service which provides the physical, intellectual, emotional and social care that all children need.

Appletree is a private nursery operating under the supervision of Ofsted.  We follow the guidelines set down for us by Ofsted and aim to promote the following outcomes:

1. Helping children to be healthy

2. Protecting children from harm or neglect and helping them stay safe

3. Helping children enjoy and achieve

4. Helping children make a positive contribution to the provision and the wider community

5. Organisation of the setting to achieve the above

We also follow “Early Years Foundation Stage” throughout the nursery from birth to five years.
Babies

A room with conservatory and garden area is specifically designated for babies and toddlers.  We have a staff ratio of 1:3.  It is a warm and secure environment with caring nursery nurses and assistants to provide your child with the consistent care they need.
As babies we develop faster than at any other time so stimulation at this early stage is vital.  We provide a wide range of toys and activities to encourage growth in these early years.  Each baby is treated as an individual and encouraged to develop at his/her own pace. 

Provision of care is on a very personal basis.  Staff will work closely with parents to ensure they cater for each baby’s individual needs and this regular dialogue will be supported by the baby diary where a record is kept of each child’s progress and development each day.
Our specially trained staff are here to deliver excellent care for you and your child.  Please take as much time as you need to settle your child into nursery.  Please feel free at any time to phone or call in to discuss your child’s development and well being.

Special weaning diets are catered for.  Any special requirements please discuss with a member of staff.

Toddler room 
This room accommodates children that age from 18months-3 years.  The adult/child ratio for this group is 1:4 for children aged 2 year and older and 1:3 for under 2 year olds. All staff are qualified Nursery nurses or working towards NVQ level 2/3.  
A wide range of stimulating and educational activities and toys are available to make this new step more enjoyable and so that children are able to learn through play.  Our planning is broad and flexible and is designed to make learning a fun and positive experience. The room is sectioned into areas of continuous provision these areas include: sand, water, small world, building site, home corner, mark making, cosy corner.
3-5 year olds
The pre-school area is in the out of school club building offers an excellent opportunity to promote the Foundation Stage and the seven areas of learning as defined by the Department of Education (Ofsted).  These are:
1. Personal, social and emotional development.
2. Communication and language.
3. Physical development 

4. Literacy 
5. Mathematics 

6. Understanding the world 
7. Expressive arts and design 
At Appletree we believe that children learn best through play and actual experiences.  To this end we provide a wide range of activities and encourage children to make independent decisions and choices.  Our planning is project based, encouraging children to work towards the Early Years Foundation Stage in a stimulating, fun and positive way.  “Show and tell” is of great interest to children of this age (they love to bring items from home to discuss with their friends).  Outings are often arranged and trips have included the Post Office, florist, library and a visit on site from a Fireman!

Planning is displayed within each room. Your child’s Key Person will keep a record of progress and development which is available to parents at any time.  We aim to maintain and develop the enthusiasm and joy for learning shown by young children, encouraging confidence and a positive attitude to learning.
If your child attends Orchard Nursery School for part of the day we are able to escort them and or collect them if required.

A Key Person system is in place where a designated member of staff will work closely with parents at all stages to ensure the best care possible for your child. We will take as much time as necessary to ease your child into this new environment and staff are happy to discuss any aspect of your child’s development with you at any time.  We can assist with potty and toilet training if required (please bring plenty of spare clothes).

Mealtimes

Appletree has a kitchen, and a cook who provides home cooked meals for the children every day. They are both up to date with all aspects of a child’s diet, and will cater for all dietary requirements. All our food is locally sourced.

Breakfast – choice of cereal, porridge and fruit, milk or water. 

Mid-morning – choice of toast with butter, butter and jam, fruit, milk or water. 
Lunch -is served around midday. This could be any of a variety of dishes but will always be balanced and nutritious.  Children with allergies and any dietary requirements are also carefully catered for.  Children use cutlery and utensils appropriate to their age and ability and good table manners are encouraged.

Afternoon –this varies from biscuit, fruit, breadsticks and vegetables, juice or water
Tea- is snack based and can be homemade scones or sandwiches. 
Fresh drinking water is available for the children to access at all times.

Staff and Training

All our staff are carefully selected and are caring and dedicated.  At Appletree we set high standards and we are continually updating our staff training.  All are qualified or working towards a recognised qualification in childcare.  The majority of staff are qualified in First Aid and there is always a qualified First Aider on site.  New recruits cannot be left unattended with children until they have undergone police checks which is a legal requirement.
Parents/Carers

It is important for parents and staff to work together to help your child feel confident and secure in the group.  The Key Person system is in place to ensure continuity and stability and so that staff can work closely with parents at all stages to ensure the best possible care for each child.  Please share with us any concerns you may have.  We always welcome comments and suggestions.
There is a notice board within the two year old room and a newsletter is sent out every term. Parents and carers are very welcome to contribute to these.

Nursery Policies

We have policies and procedures in place to cover every aspect of your child’s welfare and development.  This file is reviewed and updated regularly and changes are implemented where necessary.  A copy of this file is available to parents at any time.
Security

We operate a sign in/sign out policy in our buildings and children will only be permitted to leave with an authorised person.  If someone other than yourself or authorised person is collecting your child, please inform a member of staff.  The safety of the children in our care is of paramount importance so we ask for the full co-operation of parents and carers in this matter.

Requirements

Please put details on the registration form of any special requirements your child may have.  Below is a list of items that your child will need to bring with them if required:

· Prepared formula feed or breast milk in labelled bottles

· Nappies, wipes, lotion, cotton wool, cream

· Dummy or comforter if needed

· Full change of clothes

· Named outdoor clothes

· Indoor shoes or slippers

· Sun hat/Wellingtons

3 years + for children who receive 30 hours government funding 

Children who attend only Appletree for the full 30 hours government funding £4.50 per day will be charged to cover the cost of snacks and refreshments (please see list of snacks and refreshments provided)

Children who attend split the 30 hours government funding with Orchard and Appletree £5.00 per day will be charged for collection from orchard 

(If you require additional hours, these will be charged at the same rate as the daily fees) 

Children that are: 

Attend Appletree (7.45-8.45) and we take over to orchard infant school for AM nursery = £6.50

At orchard AM nursery and we collect them at 11.45 and stay for the afternoon= £37.00 

Attend Appletree for the morning and we take over to school at 12.45 for PM nursery = £37.00
Attend Appletree (7.45-8.45) we take them to school and collect at 11.45 and stay for the afternoon = £42.00
(This price is also the same for children who attend afternoon nursery and require collection)

All fees to be paid weekly or monthly in advance on arrangement with the 

Nursery Owner or Manager. Fees are payable for the sessions booked whether your child attends or not.

Please can fees be paid directly to the Appletree account 
To pay by standing order please complete the attached form.  Fees will be weekly amount x 48 weeks (2 weeks holidays, Bank holidays and Christmas week deducted) divided by 12 equal monthly payments. Or 38 weeks for term time only.

Payments via childcare vouchers

At Appletree we accept most childcare vouchers for payment here is a few: Busy Bees, Sodexo, the list is endless however if we are not registered with your company we will do so for you to be able to pay this way.
